Presentations to Council:
Community Service Learning – Alaya Boisvert, APSC CSL Coordinator
What are your interests with respect to your education, how can we collaborate?

- APSC 263 (8 students attended the 3-day CSL program)
· Taught kids composting, pretty interesting to be involved with

- Volunteering work is incorporated into course work

- Different from co-op, it’s integrated into the course (part of the course)

- Connecting students and community

· Both have benefits

- Lets students do real projects to be counted towards credit for their course

- Revolutionary and puts students way up front, engineers in particular need to develop more communications skills. It’s a priority (through community service).
Is it something we are interested in? What would your reservations be? How can we collaborate to promote CSL throughout the faculty (Profs might feel that its complicated)?
Q & A:
Dan (Mining): What are examples of projects?
Alaya: Making a design proposal with UBC farm in first semester, implementing in second semester. Working on mobile tables.

Civil 201 pump project

Tagg: Local community based? 
Alaya: will be working with ppl from global to promote international projects, trying to get students credit for international placements, integrated into course credit

Madeleine: Can students not in these courses be involved?

Alaya: Not at the moment, if you see Profs that may be interested….maybe more courses can be like CSL courses
Komancy: Where can we find more information on the CSL?

Community Service Learning


Are you interested in CSL?
Sean: With project pitches in IGEN with industry people coming up, it would be a great way to find community people interested there. It is required for all IGEN students to pitch community projects

Tagg: 2nd years have picked full year project already, may have to wait for next year
Bowinn: How would these CSL courses contribute to the degree? Will they be added to the current criteria? 

Alaya: We’re trying to get these credits into existing courses, accreditation has changed recently. UBC will be reassessed and courses would not lose core content 

Lin: Accreditation criteria have changed as it is now called graduation attributes. These attributes are no longer concerned with regulated technical contact

· Ex. Use of engineering tools, etc.

Alaya: This new program adds to the graduation attributes
Arta: For MECH 263, the project portion was added on, there was no time and credit was not added on. Make sure credits are integrated. How will CSL be put into these courses with so much to do in such little time?


What are your reservations to this?
Lin: Time consumption, it should not take too much extra time

Sean: Must be re-passed through senate if course requires more extra time.

Lin: Forcing too much on students, and they would be doing more than what they’re told that they need to do, especially in core courses. Making CSL mandatory is kind of forcing students to do community service. CSL should be optional.
Shane: CVIL 201 & 202 had a project and it was the best part of the course. It was optional between a project and an essay. 

Tagg: How many courses can we have CSL in successfully in terms of costs?
Sean: CSL could use ESC as a project for students when it gets to a suitable stage

Alaya: Absolutely, that would be a great example

Sean: What about integrating a 1st year course with projects?

Alaya: That is still in early stages

Tagg: What is the defined line between CSL and EUS contribution?

Alaya: If this was part of a course where the staff or Profs are involved, there would be a reflective piece on how that project helps you on the studies.
Komancy: Can we implement those credits in place of the arts credits in the requirements?

Alaya: That may be a way we can incorporate it.
Dan (mining): This doesn’t seem to impact mining. Some students are forced to take GEO courses which seem useless. Projects would make it much more interesting.
