ESC Update 
Andrew: Two focus groups this week, Tuesday 1 – 3, Thursday 5 – 7. In Kaiser 2020. Have been meeting with the dean. They want to combine it with the Engineering Design Centre project. Should we separate social and studious? Noise issues, access issues, will we have control over the space, will we be guaranteed the space in the future. If we don’t put in money for the referendum, we might not have control over the space. 

Ryan: How hard is it for us to go with it and if it gets messed up, can we go back later? 

Andrew: We might not get alumni funding?

Civil: If we combine will the building be larger?

Andrew: We won’t have additional study, meeting, social space. It will be scaled back from our proposal. The majority of the building will be classroom, design space that would be used for classrooms. 

Chris: Don’t want to jump in with their building, we want control over our space so we can make sure we have control and ensure our needs are met. We’re being pushed by the dean into their building. 

Omid: We would lose our accreditation if they take away our space. 

Andrew: The dean will not fundraise for our benefit, if we take any space in their building. If we are separate, he will fundraise for us, so we can’t do both.

Andrew EWB: How will it change with the new dean?

Andrew: The dean’s office has not given her any info on it. I don’t want to give her info because I might step on their toes. They want all the communication with her to go through them. I’m hoping to speak with her. I think she might have a different approach then them, I think she might be more positive to it. 

Lindsay: If we miss the offer in their building, will we miss our own building?

Andrew: Yes. We have to choose now.

Ariel: Can we wait until the new dean comes in? 

Andrew: She is in control she just isn’t informed. I need to present our plan to the UBC Board of Governors in November.
