Engineering Student Centre Committee (15 mins)

Michael Kingsmill: It will be similar to Ladha. L shaped. First floor will be social space, computer lab, and Red Sales. Second floor will be meeting rooms, offices, reception, common study space, roof top garden. On the current Cheeze location. These plans allow for a referendum plan.
Ariel: What are the responsibilities of the members of the council?

Andrew: It will be in the contract with admin for temporary student space.

Joel: I suggest adding more money to WESST travel expenses. $2000.00? 

Matt: Maybe having a laser printer would save us money in the long run, but would help us with advertising. 

Andrew: The machine itself, toner, and maintenance would add up without our use of it being justified. 

Chris: Please add your proposals for the extra money onto the agenda for next meeting.

Joey: Maybe we could give more money to clubs.

Andrew: It’s in the constitution.

Parisa: Maybe we could use the money for things that were taken to PAF so more people’s requests could be answered.

Dorian: Put money into the endowment fund.

Bob: I think more promotion is good. You can promote things at tEUSday meetings. We could make the food at tEUSday Meetings free.
Chris: I’ve been talking to Rob Hall. The faculty paid the bill for the 9 o’clock gun. It’s not fair they got stuck with the bill. Maybe we could pay 2 thirds of the bill, maybe this will deter other people from making the same bad choices.
