SAC Items
Thursday is student advisory committee. We want issues that affect the entire faculty, or issue that you have had with your department heads. Ideas on how o spend tuition, general engineering matters. I think every engineering students should have eng econ in 3rd year first term so it can be incorporated into all projects afterwards and then brought to the workforce.

Ryan: Math 257 should be replaced with numerical modelling. This is much more useful for geos. Math 256 should be available to more departments. 

Holly: Mining has problems with career services. Info session bookings now go thru them instead of co-op. They charge money. They are messing up the bookings. Enviro agrees. We have had a student run job board, and it has been successful. Maybe we can start that up and people not in co-op can use it.

Lachlan: Why is the complementary studies only humanities? Why not fine arts? 

MTRL 2: Comp appsci 201 is not allowed to be taken during the summer by first years, which sucks. Apparently it’s priority for third and four years who failed it. 

Geo: Apparently we can’t take philosophy anymore. 

MTRL 2: They say it’s too easy for engineers. 

Lachlan: Who cares? It should be about becoming rounded not doing something easy. 

Chris: This is an issue, they might start up a pass fail system....

Tagg: Why can’t we do more minors?

Lin: We are starting to introduce a minor in arts, it’s a slow process, but we’re working on it. There are ones for honours math, compsci, commerce...

Erica: A geo is doing a minor in bio by talking to the advisor. If you really want one, they might be able to do it. 

Lin: I talked about that, if you do it, check with engstudentservices to make sure if it is on your degree. 

Dale: In geo, second years, we have no idea who our classmates are. Mining has a seminar course where all the 2nd years get together, have presentations from upper years and industry. 

Mining: We have social events and facebook to connect.

MTRL: I would like that, maybe something like Appsci 122. 

Holly: We take second years out for beer. 

Erica: I think that would be good for geo, because we don’t have a geo specific class, so that we can see what type of jobs are out there.

Ryan: We often get civil jobs and they’re not entirely related. 

Chris: If we had attendance would be good to make sure people show up. 

Dawn: IGEN has it and it’s awesome, we have project groups. It’s great, we get a sense of what IGEN’s about. 

Holly: We’re trying to get excel training. 

Lindsey: That would be good.

Sharhzad: Maybe more technology based courses where we can learn about software. We have courses where we’re required to use programs we aren’t’ taught to use. 

Chris: Would you be willing to take the extra time for a tutorial every week?

Sharhzad: We talked to the dean but he did nothing since last year. 

Tyler: They tell us that we need to learn the theory behind the programs but then they don’t teach us the program.

Tagg: Maybe they could throw more into Appsci 160 and Math 152? 

Lani: I think CAD should have its own course. 

Holly: There is a survey course, during the summer. 

Matt: In chbe we have chbe 230, on computation methods. It was on excel since then it’s been change to matlab, it was useful, now it’s not so much.

Keith: I don’t think it’s feasible or useful for everyone to use cad or c++ it depends on your department. 

GEO: The survey course is already too busy. Maybe they can extend it from 1 week to 2. 

Erica: We have a field school after ever term plus the survey course, so we wouldn’t have time.

Ariel: Maybe we could have it available to every year, whenever you can take it. Not have too many ccredits so that you take it for development.

FIZZ: What if we ran it as a series of workshops, maybe a PAF venture. 

Tyler: We have tutorials on CAD and SAP but they have such a steep learning curve.

Sharhzad: The depth that they go into for 160 isn’t useful for everyone, maybe they can separate it inot two sections where it would be tailored to what department you thought you’d be interested in, CAD versus MatLab.

Holly: Online registration is difficult because they say we can take courses outdie our departments but then we have to chase down people to actually get in. Geo and MTRL also has problem with that.

Tagg: Every student in appsci 150 has to take a test some time between 8 and 10. 

Dorian: Fizz has a big problem with this. Especially with compsci classes. 

FIZZ: I had 5 exams in 5 days, we made a motion and we could change the date. 

Keith: Compeng had a project course and produced a great project, highly marketable, but it was university property. 

Chris: That’s kind of how it is.

Lana: Mech makes a big deal about that, and we have lectures on intellectual property. 

Keith: They were under the impression that it was their property. 

Joey: We don’t have enough study space on the south side of the campus. Large libraries on the north side.

Sunny: Can we try to get profs to not schedule midterms at the same time. 

Lana: Mech takes care to makes sure that profs do not conflict with eachother in regards to midterms. But only works within one department.
