MECH & IGEN: 

· There are less seats than students for exams

· There is a general disregard to enrolment

· Faculty needs to consider poor rooms for lectures/exams, lab rooms are too small and do not provide enough equipment for the excessive number of students

· Profs must look into rooms before  booking for exams

· IGEN classes: Students cannot hear professor (need to use mic or speak louder in lecture halls)
ECE:

· AutoCAD and other programs are required for certain assignments in labs. Excel training and AutoCAD training needed

· SAC last year: APSC 150 may be changed into an AutoCAD course, AutoCAD workshops are being worked on

GEO, CIVIL:

· GEO students required to take 3-fields school
· Why are courses thrown in at the end of degree, just before graduation?
· Students are not informed early enough about prerequisites 

· 1st years may take CIVIL 235 to save them from not being able to graduate due to late notice

· Information not available or explained anywhere for 1st year students

· Some courses are reserved for GEO students only

MINING:

· There are not enough food outlets in the south side of campus

· ESC will have a food outlet

· No outlet at Engineering Design Center

· Starbucks at Kaiser Building is extending their hours

· Barn will be shutting down once EOSC building opens

APSC 150:

· Labs were on material for later lectures

· This issue has been addressed and is now being looked into

· Not enough project-base work in 1st year

· APSC 150 may also turn into a project-base course

· 1st years may not have the knowledge base for projects

APSC 160:

· Curriculum must be looked at

· Follow up required!

· SAC this Friday at 6pm

· APSC 150 & APSC 160 will be kept the same

· Final exam for first term was 10 pages longer than second terms.

· There was a 7% difference in average between the 2 semesters
APSC 450:

· This online computer course is not well-constructed, needs to be redone

· Course should include online discussions or discussion groups other than the lecture

· Our Dean will make awesome professor for this

· In the External Review – our Dean will be looking at the review and meeting with groups and possibly be discussing about APSC 450
EXAM SCHEDULES:

· Exam spacing and hours are conflicting for students (no breaks in between)

· No changes can be made since exam schedules are condensed for the Olympics

· April will be intense, professors do not have a choice
VENUE SPACE:

· Venues are always fully booked, departments are forced to go to different lounges for events

· Very tough to find an available space, alternatives should be formed

· SUB fills out very quickly for AMS clubs
ECCT:

· Explanations should be available for APSC 201 regarding the consequences of failing for 1st years

EWB:

· Learning aspects and ethical aspects do not connect

· Students wonder why the two aspects are separate from the technical learning and how they would integrate the skills

CLASS GROUPS:

· Groups during in-class projects and assignments should be chosen carefully by TAs and professors

· Form groups depending on academic standing instead of random picking

· Random picking is unfair to students who work harder than others

· A survey was conducted regarding students’ previous records in courses

· Students should not be categorized into two groups of “good” grades and “bad” grades
CO-OP:

· Some students are not getting jobs through CO-OP program

· If CO-OP students do not get jobs, they need not pay the CO-OP fee, only the workshop fee

CEME LABS:
· Make CEME computer labs accessible to all students

· Internet was cut off in one of the APSC labs and the person responsible is not responding
· CEME Internet access is generally really bad
· CIVIL, MECH & IGEN all need more lab time, 40 computers for 125 students is not justified

· These issues have been brought up many times before

COURSE REGISTRATION:

· GEO course registration is a total nightmare, there is not room for students in classes. Students need to beg professors to get into class and some students are not graduating due to 1 course

· STT courses cannot be registered, students are going through all professors to try to get into course

· GEO, IGEN and ENVIRO are experiencing similar problems

· Academic advising may be a possible solution to course registration problems but advisors still need to be trained

· Transfer credits are not showing up for transfer students on SSC, making it difficult to register for desired courses

· Brock Hall student services can help

· Transfer students have to take APSC 151 for art

· The motion to make APSC 150 and APSC 151 open for transfers to pick need to be followed up

STUDY SPACE:

· Study space is lacking for engineering students, there are no studying areas after hours in the engineering buildings

· Issue is being worked on, however there currently will not be any  dedicated study space for 1st years once the ceme trailers are taken away in December.
