A delegate fee of $135 dollars, as well as a damage deposit of $100 will be required to be submitted once application acceptance has been confirmed. All cheques can be made out to WESST with “Retreat Delegate Fee” and “Retreat Damage Deposit” on the memo line. A partial or full reimbursement cheque (depending on funding) will be issued for the delegate fee upon return given that the delegate attends the retreat and abides by the EUS guidelines on conferences, as well as the retreat organizers’ guidelines. The damage deposit will not be returned in the case of physical or financial damage to the EUS, WESST, or the camp facility, and will be redeemed if necessary. 
There will be approximately 8 delegates from UBC sent to this event. Given the location, we will be asking delegates to provide their own transportation to and from the SFU Burnaby Campus on Thursday evening and Sunday morning respectively. There will be a bus which will drop off delegates at the camp on Thursday and on do pick-ups on Sunday between SFU and Camp Howdy.
